Section  One: Making the Bar for Register One
Procure a clear piece of balsa stock, 36” long

Make a prelimary cut to 18 inches long that is 3” by 1” square

The final cut to length is predicted to be 15.2”

1) finding the location of the bar:

a. along the note 1 string in register 1
measure 12.0” from the front of the brass cross bar
this will be location of front of balsa pickup holder

b. along note 26 string in register 1
measure 8.75” from the front of the brass cross bar

c. lining up the balsa at these stations mark the cut locations
d. with the balsa lined up mark the string locations for drilling
e. measure the distance from the left bar to the note 1
write it down here ________ inches

f. measure the distance from the right bar to center of note 26
write it down here ________ inches

2) cut the balsa to the marked length

3) drill holes for the 26 forks

Section Two: Making the Bar for Register Two

Section Three: mounting the pickups to the fork 

1) mount the pickups to the forks with shrink wrap leaving the two leads exposed
Estimated time 1 day

2) solder small extensions to the two leads on each pickup

3) solder one extension to the copper fork

4) solder the other extension to the bus wire after fork is stuck in balsa
